prospective 1. bidder or the Procuring Entity, as the case may be, may file, a second
appeal to second Appellate "Authority specified in the Bidding Document in this
behalf within fifteen days from the expiry of the period specified in pare (2) or the
date of receipt of the order passed by the First Appellate Authority, as the case may
be.

(4) Appeal not to lie in certain cases

No appeal shall lie against any decision of the Procuring Entity relating to the following
Matters, namely;-

(a) Determination of need of procurement;

(b) Provisions limiting participation of Bidders in Bid process;
(c) The decision of whether or not to enter into negotiations;
(d) Cancellation of a procurement process;

(e) Applicability of the provisions of confidentiality,

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(5) Form of Appeal.

(@) An appeal under para (1) or (3) above shall be in the annexed Form,
alonowitkas may copies as there are respondents in the appeal.

(b) Every appeal shall be accompanied by an order appealed against, if any,
affidavit verifying the facts stated in the appeal and proof of payment of fee.

(c) Every appeal may be presented to First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate

Authority, as the case may be, in person or through registered post or authorized
representative.

(6) Fee for filing appeal

(a) Fee for first appeal shall be rupees two thousand five hundred and for
second appeal shall be rupees ten thousand, which shall se non refundable.

(b) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft or banker’s

cheque from Scheduled Bank in India payable in the name of Appellate
Authority concerned.

(7) The First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case may be,
upon filing of appeal, shall issue notice accompanied by copy of appeal, affidavit
and documents, if any, to the respondents and fix date of hearing.

(b) On the date fixed for hearing, the First Appellate Authority, or Second Appellate
Authority, as the case may be, shall.-

(1)  hear all the parties to appeal present before 4im i and

(ii) Peruse or inspect documents, relevant records or copies therof relating to the matter.
(c) After hearing the patties, perusal. or Inspection of documents and relevant
records or copies thereof relating to the matter, the Appellate Authority shall pass an order

in writing and provide the Copy Of order to the parties to appeal filed against.

(d) The order issued under sub-clause (¢) above shall' also be placed on the Public
Procurement Portal.

Provided that a financial bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will correct
arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

L. if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is contained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall
be corrected, unless in the opinion of the procuring Entity there Is and obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted
shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected;

ii. if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals,
the subtotals shal] prevail and the Total shall be corrected ; and
iii. if there isa discrepancy between words is related to and arithmetic error, in which case

the amount In figures shall prevail subject to (I) and (ii) above.

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the correction of
errors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Security shall be forfeited or its Bid Securing
Declaration shall be executed.
